Last month, | wrote
about some of the gred
female heroes of ou
Jewish history, from
ancient times (Quee
Esther) to modern time
(Golda Meir).

This month, we will have more opportunity tg
recall our heroes: great leaders such as Moses

Miriam, who led our ancestors from slavery to

freedom, as we remember with joy at our Passo
celebration. And we shall also recall, later th
month, the great tragedy of the Holocéuste
death of millions of innocents, the evil conspirag
of the perpetrators, the silent indifference of th
world.

And yet, even in this horrible period, ther
were still some heroes: those who fought, wi
risked or gave their lives, to save at least some
our people from the Nazi tyranny. We recall th
heroic stories of Raoul Wallenberg of Swede
Gerrit tenZythoff of the Netherlands;
Schindler of Germany; Ona Simaite of Lithuani
Pastor Henri Trocme of France; Alex Rozlan
Poland. And we should pause, as well,
remember the story of one of the very fe

Americanheroes of the Holocaust era. We should
recall the name of a man who, though largely

forgotten today, helped save many peépsnd
our nat i ddurdng thih darkdime: Mr.
Varian Fry.

When Germany invaded France in Jun
1940, Fry went to Marseilles as the representat
of t he AEmer gency Re
newly-formed, private American relief committee
offering aid to Jewish refugees.

Working day and night, in opposition tg
French and sadlyd obstructionist American
authorities, Fry assembled a band of associates
built an elaborate rescue network. Convinced tt
he could not abandon the operation while tl
desperate refugees needed him, Fry extended hi

stay to 13 months. He persevered without his
htpassport, under constant surveillance and was,
r more than once, questioned and detained by the
authorities.

He established a legal French relief
organization, The American Relief Center, and
worked behind its cover using illegal meéns
? blackmarket funds, forged documents, secret
aPr%untain passages, and sea rautes spirit
endangered refugees from France. Among those
/'Sry saved were notable European intellecthials
ISwriters, artists, scientists, philosophers, and

musicians. Fry ignored repeated entreaties from
Ythe American government to return to the United
'€States. In September, 1941, The Vichy French
gover nment finally

Although Fry expressed regret that he helped far
fewer people than he might have, those he did save
were able to lead their lives free from fear and
| persecution, and to create, contribute, and prevalil.
