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 This is the season in which we celebrate          

ñIsrael Independence Day,ò or ñYom HaAtzmautòin                 

Hebrewðmodern Israelôs 61st birthday.  Normally this 

is a very happy time; but this year, there is a certain    

sadness and grimness to it.  It seems that Israel is under 

constant attack, not only from rockets fired from Gaza, 

but from waves of awful, deceitful, and hateful         

propaganda, coming from the media and heard             

especially on Americaôs college campuses.  We saw this 

first-hand, last month, with the showing at Marshall        

University of the virulent anti-Israel propaganda film  

entitiled ñOccupation 101.ò 

 

 The worst offense of ñOccupation 101ò is its 

twisting of the history and facts of the conflict in order to 

equate the Palestinian cause with celebrated civil rights 

struggles around the world. Viewers are led to see the 

situation of the Palestinians as parallel to black South 

Africans under apartheid, or southern blacks during the 

civil rights era. To pull this off, a decade of                       

unprecedented terrorism  directed at Israelis in their 

homes, cafes, vehicles and religious festivals is made 

nearly invisible, severing the connection between Israeli 

measuresðlike house demolitions and sweeps through 

Palestinian villagesðand the Palestinian attacks that  

precipitated them. This is essential to the filmôs portrayal 

of Israeli actions as colonialist aggression, rather than as 

a response to terrorism. The hate indoctrination that       

permeates Arab society and produces cadres of young 

Palestinian suicide bombers groomed in hatred,                    

intolerance and rejection of peaceful coexistence, is 

swept under the carpet.   

 

 A succession of film clips depict oppression in 

Northern Ireland, in Algeria, against black civil rights 

marchers in America and South Africa. Words of       

righteous indignation by Martin Luther King and Nelson 

Mandela are juxtaposed with these scenes of violence.  

This culminates in footage of Israeli forces assaultingð

without a hint of contextðstone-throwing Palestinian 

protestors.  The viewer is led to see the Palestinian cause 

as connected to a worldwide struggle for civil rights.  But 

the viewer is being fed a lie, because the concept of 

equality and coexistence championed by civil rights      

leaders in South Africa and America is inconsistent with 

the Palestinian leadersô exhortations to violence. 

 

 The dreadful ñOccupation 101ò film seems to be 

part of a growing wave of anti-Israel sentiment found on 

college campuses in North America and Europe, in 2009.   

According to the pro-Israel organization ñStand With 

Usò which supports college students who want to stand 

up for Israel, the following events and incidents        

occurred since just January 1 of  this year:  
 

] On January 21, a UCLA department hosted a        

symposium of professors who relentlessly distorted 

and bashed Israel. When UC Santa Barbara Law       

Professor Lisa Hajjar declared that nations like Israel 

should be the ñenemies of all mankind,ò the audience 

erupted in wild applause with chants of ñFree, Free 

Palestine.ò This panel discussion was attended by  

hundreds of UCLA students and faculty members. 
 

] On February 5, San Jose State University students 

repeatedly verbally abused Israeli Consul General 

Akiva Tor, who had been invited to speak by pro-Israel 

campus groups. Security had to escort him out when an 

audience member appeared to be about to threaten Tor 

physically. 
 

] On February 11, pro-Israel students at York       

University were pursued by a threatening mob of over 

100 anti-Israel students, whose shouts included, ñDie, 

Jew, get the hell off campus!ò The Jewish students 

took refuge in the Hillel office, where they were       

essentially held hostage by the mob until campus     

police escorted them to safety. 
 

] In February, a UC Santa Barbara sociology        

professor emailed virulently anti-Israel articles to his 

students, though Israel had nothing to do with the 

classô subject matter. 
 

 And there is moreðunfortunately, much more.  

So: what can we do?  Well, we can continue to insist that 

universities such as Marshall also show films that present 

Israelôs point of viewðas we did in April, with the 

showing of ñThe Case for Israel.ò  We can make sure 

that we haveðand dispenseðthe accurate information 

about Israel, obtained from fine organizations such as 

ñStand With Us.ò And we can renew, at this season of 

Israelôs Independence Day, our own dedication to the 

ongoing campaign for Israelôs right to live in freedom, in 

justice, and in peace.
