From the RAbbi  
 

 As we begin our journey into our New Year 

of 5770, we ask ourselves: how can we better         

ourselves, as human beings and as Jews?  How can 

we improve ourselves, especially in regard to our 

religious faith and commitment?  How can we 

learn more, understand more, and (in time) do 

more to strengthen and deepen our Jewish lives? 

 

 Well, as I suggested during our Yom Kippur 

observance at the end of September: one good 

thing we can do, one very worthwhile project for 

Jews in any age, is to try to learn more about the 

cornerstone of our faith: our Hebrew Scriptures, 

our Bible.  We will take some time, every month or 

so on a Friday night, to analyzeðover a period of 

many months, or even years!ðeach of the dozens 

of books in our Bible: the most important teachings 

and passages, the principles (and even the                 

sentences) that we should, as knowledgeable Jews, 

be able to recall and to discuss. 

 

 This is certainly a worthwhile endeavor:  

there is no chance, not the slightest, that the Bible 

will ever become obsolete, or even out of fashion!  

But this is still a challenging project: many people 

(and not only Jews) have every intention of             

learning more about the Bibleðbut they never 

seem to get around to do doing so.  As one famous 

philosopher has said: ñMore people praise the    

Bible than read it.  More read it than understand it, 

and more understand it than conscientiously follow 

it.ò This is not simply a matter of a personôs           

lacking will power, or dedication, or sufficient free 

time. The Bible can present quite a difficult           

challenge to the reader.  

 

 The Bible, of course, is not one book, but a           

collection, a library. The individual volumes were 

written by diverse men at diverse times, and,            

indeed, some single volumes, such as the Book of 

Isaiah with its sixty-six chapters, are themselves 

the products of men living at different times.  The 

Bible, as it is commonly understood by Christians, 

consists of two major divisions. The Old              

Testament, reckoned by them as the first division, 

is that earlier collection of books made by Jews;  

 

 

while the New Testament, the second division, was 

made later by Christians, the Old and New                

Testaments constituting for Christians one single 

Bible.  Jews, on the other hand, do not regard the 

New Testament as part of their Bible; when Jews 

speak of Bible they mean what Christians mean by 

Old Testament; the term that we Jews customarily 

use is Tanak (tah-nahk). 

 

 The Tanak, a library in itself, is something to 

study. Well-intentioned and pious people urge the 

reading of the Bible as though this were an easy 

task, with attendant rewards lying near at hand.  

These rewards are spoken of as inner serenity or 

inspiration, or similar profound benefits. All too 

often, however, those who follow the advice to 

read Scripture encounter bitter frustration, finding 

not inspiration but perplexity, and not clarity but a 

jumble of words. The Tanak is a very difficult 

book!     

         

 So: our taskðand, I hope, our pleasureðwill 

be to sift through this ñjumble of words,ò over 

these next many months; and to find that clarity, 

that inspiration, that level of insight and benefit, 

which so many others have sought and found in the 

Bible over the course of so many centuries.  I look 

forward to making this journey with you, in 

5770ðand beyond!

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Dear Congregants and Friends of Bônai Sholom,        
 
The High Holy Days are traditionally the time of year for self-reflection.  As early as elementary 
school we are taught that this is the time when G-d opens the book of life and starts writing 
down names of who will have a good life, and at Yom Kippur the book is closed, and we are to 
think about how we can "do better" in order for our names to be written.  There are other times 
in the year when we find ourselves reflecting as well.  These are usually times of stress,              
however; family stress, job stress, economy or health related stressors. 
  
Unlike the acute stressful times, we are asked to stop and reflect for several days at this time of 
year.  In fact, we are commanded to look at our lives and ask what can "I do" to change what I 
may have done to improve?  Reflection and Change... 
  
As I have said many times (ad nauseum) to the board, change is stressful and change is 
slow.  Members of the Board of Directors are charged with serving the general membership as 
well as managing the day to day operations of Bônai Sholom.  With each decision there is        
discussion (reflection if you will) as to the benefits to the building, the congregation and the  
community.  Regarding the Building  - Our Sanctuary is beautiful, the grounds are being kept up 
and plants maintained;  the organ has been restored and the classrooms were updated last 
year.  Regarding the Congregation  - Religious school curriculum is being updated, we have 
several Bar/Bat Mitzvahs this year, our youth group is active, and we welcome members from 
Williamson.  Finally, regarding Community - Members of the board have met with members of 
the Islamic Center; we are planning a community organ concert for the spring; we have a         
member who will help sponsor youth trips to Israel and we recently had a successful                   
canned food drive. 
  
But more can be done.  As you reflect after the High Holy Days, think about "How I can change", 
and "What can I do".  Don't hesitate to tell someone on the board if you have an idea that you 
feel will benefit the congregation or the community.  The board will discuss and reflect.  Some 
ideas are so simple and the result/benefit is so great; occasionally these are accomplished 
quickly and easily (look at David Glick's idea regarding brining a can of food with you to             
services.)  Others are complicated and slow, and for that, if I offend or anger any of you                   
intentionally or unintentionally, I sincerely apologize.  Again, change is not always fast or easy. 
  
But let us ALL reflect...what could we have done last year that would have made us better            
people.  What can we do this year to change (as individuals, for the Tri-state, and for Bônai 
Sholom).  It is vital that we listen to and reflect upon the words we are reading in our Gates of                       
Remembrance.  These words and prayers are not something we are mumbling through, but 
have greater meaning if we are listening.  I urge you all to help not only me personally, but also the 
Bônai Sholom Board to make a change for the better for this congregation and community in 5770.
