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 As I write these words in late October, we 

are getting ready to read the story of Noah and 

the floodðgreat drama, tension, sacrifice, and                 

eventually a happy ending, at least for Noah and 

his family.  As we read this story every year, I 

find that I am struck by different aspects of it: 

last year, for example, I was struck by how long 

it took Noah to build the Arkðso many, many 

years! Was he hoping that God would change 

His mind, and there would be no flood?  Or: did 

God instruct Noah to build slowly, in the hope 

that humanity would change, and the flood 

would not be necessaryða sign of Godôs            

reluctance, even misgivings, about the Flood?   

 

 This year, I was struck by a different aspect 

of the narrative: the fact that Noahôs wife plays a 

key role in the drama, but we never find out her 

name. The same is true of Noahôs three sons, 

Shem, Ham, and Japeth: they play important 

parts in the story, and so do their wivesðtheyôre 

all on the Ark!  But we never learn their wivesô 

names either. This happens a number of times in 

our Bible, especially in Genesis: remember the 

famous story of Lotôs wife, who is turned into a 

pillar of salt when she looks back, regretfully, at 

the destruction of Sodom and Gomorah? 

(Genesis 19: 26)  We all recall that story, Iôm 

sure; but we never learn this womanôs name         

either!  

 

 How far we have come, since ancient days, 

when the stories, the lives, the names of Jewish 

women were not even considered important 

enough to mention!  At the end of October, we 

celebrated the Bat Mitzvah of Aysa Cains; and it 

is no longer conceivable that we might have Bar 

Mitzvahs, in our congregations, without also          

having Bat Mitzvahs as wellðalthough that is 

the way many of us grew up!  But through the 

efforts of Rabbi Mordecai Kaplan, founder of 

Reconstructionist Judaism, and many other great 

20th century Jewish leaders, we can now say that 

there is full equality for women in most Jewish  

 

congregationsðand of course, since 1972, 

there have been women Rabbis in Reform,                        

Reconstructionist, and (a few) Conservative 

synagogues.  

 

 We have seen the rise to prominence of 

Jewish women in other areas as well.  When we 

tell the story of the Holocaust, we speak first of 

the courage of Anne Frank, and also of the                    

remarkable life of Hannah Seneshðgreat poet, 

heroine, and martyr of the Jewish people.  And 

when we speak of the rise of modern Israel, we 

recall that Israel has already had one female 

Prime Minister, Golda Meir, and it may soon 

have a second one, Tzipi Livni; whereas there 

are many modern countriesðincluding the 

United States!ðthat have yet to elect their first 

female political leader.  

 

 We shall not see again, in our time, a saga 

of the Jewish people in which the womenôs 

names are left outðand thank goodness for 

that!  We finally adhere to the message of  

Proverbs 31: ñ...a woman that revereth the 

Lord, she shall be praised...may her worksð

and her nameðbe praised in our gatesò!
